expenses incurred from these damages.  Dress Code will be enforced at all times.  
YOU WILL BE SENT HOME IF:

· You bring, or are caught using, any type of illegal substance.  (i.e. drugs, alcohol, and tobacco)
· You bring a firearm or knife.
· You are involved in a major disruption of the retreat/camp.  Examples of such are: Leaving the cabin after lights out for anything other than restroom use, purposely cause a medical or other emergency, fighting, continual distracting behavior, boys in girl’s room or vice versa, or other serious offenses in 
the judgment of the retreat/camp administrator.
